The red granite monument is 5’ 4” tall and 6’ wide. The walk way leading to the monument will be paved with bricks that may be
purchased for veteran Purple Heart recipients recognition. Recognition of donors for the monument will be given by an
individual plague with donors name displayed in a frame in Winona’s Veterans of Foreign Wars Hall.

The plaques will be as follows. One for donors of $5.000 or more, and other plaques with donor amount of $1,000. If
donation is less than $1,000 donors will be bundled together listed on one plaque to achieve $1,000 amount a ($100 minimum).
